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THESE RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS, made and entered into this the
7£  day of May, 1995, by and among:

GERALD W. POWELL, UNMARRIED
J. T. POWELL, III AND WIFE, SHARON POWELL
J. N. POWELL, JR. AND WIFE, DORIS POWELL
SAMMIE N. POWELL AND WIFE, DALENE POWELL
hereinafter referred to as "Subdividers';

and all future owners of the property more particularly described
on the attached Exhibit "A".

hereinafter referred to as "Homeowners".

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Subdividers are the current owners of all of the
lots in the subdivision known as the VILLAGES OF PLOTT CREEK, being
more particularly described as shown on the attached Exhibit "A",

WHEREAS, Subdividers for the benefit of such property and for
the benefit of future homeowners, desire to restrict said
subdivision which shall be developed and used exclusively as
hereinafter set forth; and,

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the premises and
the advantages for which the Subdividers and the future homeowners
will receive from the sale of such lots in a restricted
subdivision, Subdividers, for themselves, their successors and
assigns in title hereby restricts the above referred to property as
follows:

S 1. Use Restrictions. All the land parcels shall be

o considered agricultural and residential property and shall be used
for private agricultural and residential purposes only. No
commercial enterprise or commercial animal or commercial
agricultural operation shall be maintained on any parcel.

2. Buildings. All residential buildings erected shall be in
compliance with applicable building, 2zoning, and health codes of
the State of North Carolina. Buildings shall be completely
finished and all construction debris removed within two years<f
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commencement of construction. No building erected shall be more
than a single family residence and shall have a minimum of 1000 sqg.
ft. of heated living space. Provided, however, any lot of five
acres or more may be subdivided into a minimum of 2.5 acre lots.

3. DNuigances. All buildings, fences, and grounds of each
parcel shall be maintained in a neat and orderly manner at all
times. Refuse piles, trash, scrap metals, non-operative vehicles,
old household appliances and equipment not associated with farming
shall not be allowed to be placed or maintained on any parcel.

4. Land Clearing and Excavating. No owner shall clear-cut
timber on any parcel. Excavation on any parcel shall be done in a
manner to maintain proper drainage, prevent erosion, and in no way
to cause adverse environmental detriment to the owners or adjoining
parcels. No mineral exploration or mining will be allowed.

5. Animals. No owner shall allow his animals to graze or
tresspass on adjoining parcels. All animals must be fenced or
constrained and maintained in a healthful condition. No swine or
no other animals which would constitute a private or public
nuisance shall be allowed without the written approval of all other
owners. No exotic pets such as lions, tigers, etc. shall be
permitted without the written approval of all other property
owners.

6. Setback Requirements. The setback requirements for all
buildings shall be 50 feet all property lines.

7. Temporary Structures. The real property shall be used
strictly for rural residential home and the normal outbuildings

connected with a farm or ranch and no structure of a temporary
character, trailer or mobile home, or shack and any other like
outbuilding shall be placed or maintained on any parcel. Owners
may, during construction of a permanent home, maintain a trailer or
mobile home. Storage of recreational vehicles is not prohibited but
may not be used as permanent residences except during construction
of a permanent residence not to exceed two years.

8. Duration of Restrictions. These covenants are to run with
the land and shall be binding on all parties and all persons
claiming under them until January 1, 2025, at which time said
covenants shall be automatically extended for successive periods of
ten years, unless by vote of those persons owning 75% of said
tracts agree to change said covenants in whole or in part.

9. Notices. Any notice required to be sent to any owner
under the provisions of this declaration shall be deemed to have
been properly sent when mailed, post paid, to the last known
address of the person who appears as owner of record on the puplic
records of Madison County, North Carolina. .

10. Costs and Expenses. Any parcel owner (which term shall
include all members of the parcel owner’s family) breaching-Ghe
term of this declaration shall be liable for all costs of gsych
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breach, including court costs and reasonable attorney’s fees.

11. Road Maintenance. All owners using any road or right of
way serving the tracts within the described property shall be
responsible for prorata maintenance of same.
